Now, therefore, In order to recognize the efforts made by eminent senior citizens and 
institutions involved in rendering distinguished services for the cause of elderly persons, 
especially indigent senior citizens, the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment 
(Department of Social Justice and Empowerment) hereby announce the following 
Scheme for conferring National Awards on eminent Senior Citizens and Institutions,
